The Magnificent Mile

Often regarded as Chicago’s answer to the Champs Elysées, the “Magnificent 
Mile” is a broad boulevard lined with over 460 exclusive shops, museums, and 
trendy restaurants. Experience this lively scene in all its brilliance from the 
InterContinental Chicago – the only downtown Chicago hotel with a front 
entrance on this world-famous thoroughfare. With four shopping centers, 
internationally acclaimed boutiques and rising star local designers, Chicago's 
Magnificent Mile area is a shopper's paradise.  

Shopping:

Westfield North Bridge is an elegant specialty center anchored by the Midwest 
flagship Nordstrom. Popular retail stores and innovative restaurants are enclosed 
in a four-level concourse at 520 North Michigan Avenue, directly across the 
street from the InterContinental Chicago.  

The 900 North Michigan Shops features Bloomingdale's fashion department 
store and six levels of upscale retailers, including several restaurants, 
full service salon and spa and a state-of-the-art fitness facility.  

Water Tower Place at 835 North Michigan Avenue features Macy's,  American 
Girl Place and more than 100 popular stores. A unique themed food 
court and restaurant are also on the mezzanine level.
